All landscape areas to receive a minimum of 4” of topsoil. See 2900 Specification.
All plant material shall be healthy, vigorous, and free of pests and disease.

All plant material shall be container grown or balled and burlapped as indicated in the plant
list.

All trees shall have a straight trunk and full head and meet all requirements specified.

All materials are subject to the approval of the Landscape Architect before, during, and
after installation.

All trees must be guyed or staked as shown in the details.
All planting areas shall be completely mulched as specified.

Prior to construction, the contractor shall be responsible for locating all underground
utilities and shall avoid damage to all utilities during the course of the work. Locations of
existing buried utility lines shown on the plans are based upon best available information
and are to be considered approximate. It shall be the responsibility of the contractor 1) to
verify the locations of utility lines on and adjacent to the work area 2) to protect all utility
lines during the construction period 3) to repair any and all damage to utilities, structures,
site appurtenances, etc. which occurs as a result of the construction.

The contractor shall be responsible for verifying all quantities shown on these plans before
pricing the work.

Contractor shall be responsible for delivery schedule and protection between delivery and
planting per specifications to maintain healthy plant conditions.

The contractor shall be responsible for fully maintaining (including but not limited to:
watering, spraying, mulching, fertilizing, etc.) all of the plant materials and lawn for the
period of time shown in the 02900 spec.

Any plant material which is diseased, distressed, dead, or rejected (prior to substantial
completion) shall be promptly removed from the site and replaced with material of the
same species, quantity, and size and meeting all plant list specifications.

The contractor shall completely guarantee all plant material for a period defined in the
02900 spec. The contractor shall promptly make all replacements during the normal
planting season.

After being dug at the nursery source, all trees in leaf shall shall be acclimated for two (2)
weeks under a mist system prior to installation.

Standards set forth in “American Standard for Nursery Stock” represent guideline
specifications only and shall constitute minimum quality requirements for plant material.

Where shown on the plans and details, planting beds are to be completely covered with a
hardwood mulch from a local source harvested in a sustainable manner to a minimum
depth of four inches.

Refer to Walmart specifications for information needed for implementation of planting
plans.

Weed mat is required in landscaped islands as specified.

All plant material quantities shown are approximate, contractor shall be responsible for
complete coverage of all planting beds at spacing shown.

This plan is to be implemented cooperatively with SWPPP plan, as needed, to maximize
the effectiveness of the SWPPP plan for this site.

The contractor is encouraged to complete temporary or permanent seeding or sodding in
stages for soil stabilization as areas are completed after grading.

This plan does not present any temporary stabilization required as part of SWPPP plan.

Utility Notes:

1. The landscape contractor is required to contact Diggers Hotline, the Municipal or County Public Works

Department, and any other public or private agency necessary for utility location prior to any
construction.
